This is a very sympathetic look at Elizabeth and Margaret Rose before and after the older sister

became Queen Elizabeth II. While stories about the little Princesses' early years interesting enough,

I found myself unexpectedly touched by the two love affairs at the center of the book: Princess (now

Queen) Elizabeth and Prince Philip, and Princess Margaret and the divorced commoner Peter

Townsend. To me, Elizabeth has always been an old lady. So it was a revelation to discover that

Princess Elizabeth -- aka "Lilibet" -- was head-over-heels in love with Philip and that she "glowed" in

his presence. And it was fascinating to learn about decorated RAF pilot, Capt. Townsend, a genuine

war hero. It's shocking to me that he was considered "not good enough" for the Queen's younger

sister. This book was written in 1990, well before Prince Charles divorced Diana and became the

husband of divorced Camilla. None of that has had any impact on Charles' ability to ascend to the

throne. Knowing the next generation's marital shenanigans only makes Margaret's heartache more

poignant and unnecessary.
