Egypt and Hatti were the two
giant superpowers of their day; and both coveted the strategic littoral that we call the Middle East
today. Hatti was a warrior nation that sought to extend its empire clear to Egypt. Egypt was a
powerful land in the New Kingdom equally bent on extending its influence as far as possible.
Kadesh marked the pivotal point in the superpowers’ ambitions.The Hittites gathered information on
Egypt’s readiness for war with an elaborate spy network that touched the pharaoh’s palace itself.
