question that needs answered, and that is the challenge that remains.

The story opens with the girls chafing because it's been
so quiet for the last few months--no new cases to work on. In addition, it appears that Irene Adler
and Pix have disappeared. A crow delivers a "pin" to Mina one night and the mystery takes off from
there. We have a growing relationship between Mina and Ambrose (although she’s clueless about
it), poor Evaline receives devastating news that she must deal with, and old characters are
reintroduced. | read this book in one sitting and was not disappointed with the twists and turns,
budding romance, and mystery that this author has created.
